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- To raise the students’ awareness of world events through a news summary
- To understand the history of globalization
- To understand the concept of colonialism
iSHE 5™ period Students made groups of 4, and gave an oral summary of a news event in turn. The other
BENE members were encouraged to ask follow-up questions about each summary.

6" period In groups, students studied about the history of globalization. Each group was assigned a
certain time period (1500-1750, 1750-1980, 1980-now) for which they had to summarize
the information from the text. The students then presented their summary to the class.
The students then were given a handout containing information about the concept of
colonialism. They read about the definition of colonialism, and the reasons why countries
wanted to create colonies.
