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- To raise the students’ awareness of world events through a news summary
- To understand the concept of colonialism through the case study of India
iSHE 5™ period Students were introduced to the =X XU —JL and 8iHITA =< < A services, and
BERNE asked to search for a news article from the sites. Students made groups of 4, and gave an
oral summary of a news event in turn. The other members were encouraged to ask
follow-up questions about each summary.

6" period In groups, students studied about the concept of colonialism. Firstly, we reviewed the
definition of colonialism, and the reasons why countries wanted to create colonies. Then,
in the class, students learned about the different forms of colonialism (settler / extractive)
and the ways that empires administered their colonies (direct / indirect). Then, they
looked at the case of how India came to be colonized, life under British rule, and how the
independence of India came with the partition of the country into India and Pakistan.
