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- To understand the concept of colonialism through the case study of India
- To understand how decolonization shaped the current world
iSHE 5™ period Firstly, we reviewed the definition of colonialism, and the reasons why countries wanted
REAS to create colonies. Then, we reviewed the different forms of colonialism (settler /
extractive) and the ways that empires administered their colonies (direct / indirect). Next,
we looked again at how India came to be colonized, life under British rule, and how the
independence of India came with the partition of the country into India and Pakistan.
Students watched a TED-Ed video about the partitioning of India, and answered questions
related to the video. There was an open discussion about the benefits and problems of
categorizing people according to gender, religion, and race.

6" period In the 6" period, we attended the presentation given by the 3™ year entrepreneur elective
course students. The students watched the CMs made by the students, and took part in
the bazaar sales event too. Although the content was not directly related to Global
Studies, it was a good chance to see what other students in the school were studying.
